3. Prayer 

a. Prayer was Corporate 
b. Prayer was Earnest 
c. Prayer was Answered 



God’s Power cannot be Contested 
1. We need to Trust  

a. Peter is Passive 
b. Peter is Persuaded 



God’s Power cannot be Contested 
2. We need Fellowship 

a. They were Surprised 
b. They were Superstitious  
c. They were Amazed

3. We need to be Wise 

a. God Rarely Directs Supernaturally 
b. God Always wants us to Think

1. We want the Praise of men

b. Corporately
